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Light of the World

Men, we understand that we are saved by grace and not works. However, we are to do good works so others may
see them and glorify God .

OFFENSE:

*Matthew 5:14-15 “You are the light of the world. A city set on a hill cannot be hidden; nor does anyone light a
lamp and put it under a basket, but on the lampstand, and it gives light to all who are in the house.”

*Matthew 5:16 — “let your light shine before men is such a way that they may see your good works, and glorify your
Father who is in heaven.”

*We need to let the Light that is inside of us shine bright, not so we get seen but so our Heavenly Father and our Lord
and Savior are seen and glorified. Men, let the world see God in all you do.

DEFENSE:

*Titus 1:16 (Amplified) “They profess to know God [to recognize, perceive, and be acquainted with Him], but deny
and disown and renounce Him by what they do; they are detestable and loathsom, unbelieving and disobedient and
disloyal and rebellious, and [they are] unfit and worthless for good work (deed or enterprise) of any kind.”

*We need to make sure that our actions show we are Christians. How we act and what we do tells the world which
kingdom we belong to (Kingdom of God or the world). We need to keep in mind these words that Paul writes to
Titus about the church in Crete. These hard words need to be our reminder that everything we do should glorify
God.
